S.0. 2830(E).—Whereas the National Council for
Teacher Education (hereinafter relerred was the Council),
in pursuance of sub-section (1) of Section 23 of the Right
of Children to Free and Compulsory Education Act, 2009
(350f2009) (hereinafter referred to as the said Act), has,
vide notification number F. No. 61-03/20/20 lO/NCTE/
(N & S), dated the 23rd August, 2010, published in the
Gazette of India, Extraordinary, Part [[1, Section 4, dated the
25th August, 2010, laid down the minimum qualifications
for a person to be ehigible for appointment as a feacher in
classes I to VIIT in a school referred to in clause (n) of
Section 2 of the said Act This notification was amended
vide notification No. 158 published in the Gazette of India,
Extraordinary, Part [11, Section 4 dated 2nd August, 2011,

And whereas sub-section (2) of Section 23 of the
said Act provides that where a State does not have adequate
institutions offering courses or training in teacher
education. or teachers possessing minimum qualifications
laid down under sub-section (1) of Scction 23 of the said
Act are not available in sufficient numbers, the Central
Government may, if it deems nccessary, by notification,
relax the minimum qualifications required for appointment
as a teacher for such period, not exceeding five years, as
may be specified in that notification;

And whereas the State Government of Madhva
Pradesh vide its letter dated the 3rd May, 2011 submitted a
proposal to the Central Government [or relaxation of the
requiremnent of minimum qualifications for appointment of
teachers laid down by the Council under sub-section (1) of
Section 23 of the said Act;

And whereas the Central Government perused the
proposal of the State Government of Madhya Pradesh for
relaxation of the requirement of minimum qualifications
for appointment as teachers under sub-section (2) of
Section 23 of the said Act;

Now, therefore, in exercisc of the powers conferred
by sub-section (2) of Section 23 of the Right of Children to
Free and Compulsory Education Act. 2009 (35 of 2009), the
Central Government hereby relaxcs in respect of the'State
of Madhya Pradesh, the minimmm quahifications notified
by the National Council for Teacher Education under
sub-section (1) of Section 23 of the sind Act vide notification
number 215, dated the 25th August, 2010 (the said
notification), as amended by notification number |58, dated
the Znd August, 2011 (the amended nolification) in so far
as they relate to classes [ to VIII. namely :—

whatever name known) for appointment of a
