3. And whereas, the Vice-Chancellor, D.Y. Patil (Deemed to be University),
Navi Mumbai, Maharashtra, vide letter dated 09.09.2025, submitted compliance
report in respect of fulfillment of the conditions of the Lol. The same was
forwarded to UGC for verification and advice. UGC, vide letter No. F. 30-3/2024
(CPP-1/DU) dated 02.02.2026, informed that the compliance report was accepted
by the Standing Committee and the report of the Committee was approved by the
Chairman, UGC.

4. Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred under Section 3 of the
UGC Act, 1956, the Ministry of Education, on the advice of UGC, hereby accords
