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NOTIFICATION

No.10-8/2017-U.3(A) - Whereas, Indian Institute of Foreign Trade (llFT), New Delhi

was declared as an Institution deemed to be University by the Central Government, vide

Notification No.9-31/2001-U.3[A) dated 20.05.2002, on the advice of UGC, under Section

3 of the UGC Act, 1956.

2. And whereas, UGC notified the UGC (lnstitutions deemed to be Universities)

Regulations,2023 to regulate the deemed to be Universities. Clause 8 (7) of the UGC

Regulations,2023 provides that on the basis of the advice of the Expert Committee, the

Commission shall render its advice to the Government to consider the approval of any

such off-campus which was operating before the commencement of these regulations on

a case-to-case basis, and to validate the degrees of each programme for the passed-out

students, if they fulfil the basic eligibility conditions required for starting the off-campus

centre.

3. And whereas, UGC, vide letter dated 17.06.2025, informed that the off campus of
IIFT, New Delhi at Kakinada is already functional from 2022. Therefore, the proposal

already submitted by IIFT, New Delhi (no requirement of fresh proposal) was examined

through an Expert Committee as per Clause 8(7) of UGC Regulations, 2023. The

Committee, after overall assessment, recommended that the UGC may advise the Ministry
of Education that ex-post facto approval for the off-campus of the IIFT, New Delhi at

Kakinada and validation of the degrees of the students passed out from 2022-23 may be

considered, if it rectifies the deficiencies pointed out by the committee. The

recommendations were approved by the Commission in its 583'd meeting (ltem No. 2.03)

held on 27.08.2024. Further, UGC, vide letter dated 79.09.2024, requested the Institution
to submit compliance report in respect of the conditions pointed by the Expert

Committee.

4. And further whereas, the compliance report submitted by the Institution was

placed before the Expert Committee for consideration. The Expert Committee accepted

the compliance report submitted by the Institution. The entire matter was placed before

the Commission in its 590th meeting (ltem No.2.08) held on L4.05.2025. The Commission

considered and approved the recommendation of the UGC Expert Committee.
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5. Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred under Section 3 of the UGC

Act,7956, the Ministry of Education, on the advice of UGC, hereby accords ex-post facto

approval to Indian Institute of Foreign Trade (llFT) (deemed to be University), New Delhi

for starting an off-campus at Kakinada, Andhra Pradesh w.e.f. the year 2022.

6. All other conditions mentioned in the earlier Notification(s) of this Ministry as well
as the Rules / Regulations of UGC and other Statutory Councils, issued from time to time,

shall continue to be adhered by IIFT, New Delhi.
