(NMIMS) (Deemed to be University), Mumbai, Maharashtra submitted an online
application on UGC Portal to start an off-campus Centre at Gibpura-Ahead of Shantipura
Circle, Sanand-Sarkhej Highway Road, Sanand, Ahmedabad, Gujarat under the provisions
of UGC (Institutions deemed to be Universities) Regulations, 2023.

2. And whereas, UGC vide letter No. F. 30-5/2018 (CPP-1/DU) dated 19.06.2025,
recommended for issuance of Letter of Intent (Lol) to NMIMS (Deemed to be University),
Mumbai, Maharashtra with certain conditions. Accordingly, the Ministry, on the advice of
UGC, issued Letter of Intent (Lol) dated 16.07.2025 to NMIMS (Deemed to be University),
Mumbai, Maharashtra for fulfilment of the certain conditions within a period of 3 years
before starting an off-campus at Sanand, Ahmedabad, Gujarat.

3. And further whereas, the Registrar, NMIMS (Deemed to be University), Mumbai,
Maharashtra, vide letter No. R/MoE/86606/2025 dated 11.08.2025, submitted
compliance report in respect of fulfilment of the conditions of the Lol. The same was
forwarded to UGC for verification and advice. UGC, vide letter No. F. 30-5/2018 (CPP-
I/DU) dated 29.12.2025, conveyed that the compliance report was examined and
accepted by its Standing Committee.

4, Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred under Section 3 of the UGC
Act, 1956, the Ministry of Education, on the advice of UGC, hereby accords approval to
Narsee Monjee Institute of Management Studies (NMIMS) (Deemed to be University),
Mumbai, Maharashtra to start an off-campus Centre at Gibpura-Ahead of Shantipura
Circle, Sanand-Sarkhej Highway Road, Sanand, Ahmedabad, Gujarat, subject to
compliance of the following conditions:

i.  The Institution shall recruit a minimum of 50 faculties with requisite
qualifications as per the norms of UGC or respective statutory councils.
ii.  The Institution shall start the off-campus centre with a minimum of one thousand
students.
iii. ~ The Institution shall ensure that the total numbers of proposed PG or research
students should not be less than one-fifth of the total number of students.
iv.  The Institution shall maintain the teacher-students ratio of 1:20.



5. No students shall be admitted in the above said off-campus before compliance of
the conditions mentioned in Para 4 above.

6. Narsee Monjee Institute of Management Studies (NMIMS) (Deemed to be
University), Mumbai, Maharashtra shall abide by all other conditions mentioned in the
earlier Notification(s) of this Ministry as well as the directions, Rules, Regulations of
Central Government, UGC and other Statutory Councils, issued from time to time.
