2. And whereas, UGC, vide letter dated L6.06.2025. informed that the application
was examined through its Expert Committee as per the UGC (lnstitutions deemed to be

Universities) Regulations, 2023. The Committee recommended for conferment of
Institution deemed to be University status (general category) to Krishna Institute of
Engineering & Technology (KIET), Ghaziabad, Delhi-NCR, Uttar Pradesh with certain
conditions

3. And whereas, the recommendations of the UGC Expert Committee were
considered and approved by the Commission in its 590tr meeting (ltem No. 2.12) held

on 14.05.2025.

4. Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred under Section 3 of the UGC

Act, 1956, the Ministry of Education, on the advice of UGC, hereby declares Institution
deemed to be University status under general category to KIET Group of Institutions,
Ghaziabad in the name of Krishna Institute of Engineering & Technology [KIET),
Ghaziabad, Delhi-NCR, Uttar Pradesh. This approval is further subject to the following
conditions:

ii. All the undertakings given by the sponsoring body shall be strictly followed by
the deemed to be University.

Krishna Institute of Engineering & Technology (KIET), Ghaziabad, Uttar Pradesh
shall take all the required steps to get all the eligible academic
courses/programmes rated for valid accreditation by National Board of
Accreditation (NBA) and the Institute to get valid accreditation by National
Assessment and Accreditation Council (NAAC), as the case may be, in terms of
the provisions as contained in the UGC (lnstitutions Deemed to be Universities)
Regulations,2023, as amended from time to time.

All the prescribed norms and procedures of the Statutory Councils concerned in
the matter of admission of students, intake capacity of students, renewal of
approval to the academic courses / programmes, revision of intake capacity of
students, starting of new courses / programmes, etc. shall continue to be in force,
and shall be adhered to by Krishna Institute of Engineering & Technology (KIET),

Ghaziabad, Uttar Pradesh.
