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Director’s Message

The journey of IIM Nagpur that began in 2015 has completed its
fourth year. This year has seen a number of crucial developments.
We have increased the intake for our flagship programme by one
section. The good offices of VNIT, MHRD, and the local
administration, in particular, have lent their support in providing
the much-needed infrastructural facilities, like hostels, to
accommodate the increased batch. We are, however, still severely
constrained by space for expansion.

We also introduced an online preparatory programme and a week-
long orientation programme for the incoming batch this year. The
efforts of the Field Study Office led by Dr Shivaji S. Dhawad
enabled the Field Immersion Module to expand to Aurangabad and
Nashik to accommodate the increased batch size. An International
Immersion Module, led by Profs Rahul Kumar Sett and
Deeparghya Mukherjee was also offered wherein students visited
Japan and Singapore. Eight new electives have been offered to
PGP students this year, of which four are offered by our internal
faculty. The students’ experience was also enriched by a number of
guest sessions by professionals from various domains in industry
and academia. All our students got their Summer Internships and
Final Placements well within the academic year. They also made
their presence felt in a number of national level events. The Batch
of 2017-19 graduated in the Convocation conducted in April, with
MBA degrees being conferred upon the 55 students of this batch.

This year eight new faculty members have joined the Institute.
Among themselves, the faculty members have published 14
articles in national and international journals. A substantial
proportion of these articles are published in our Institute’s select
journals. In addition, our faculty members have published two
books, and also contributed book chapters. Our faculty also have
presented papers in various national and international
conferences. The strength of our non-academic staff has also
grown to 27. The entire community is dedicated and committed
to the cause of building this new institution.

Maintaining our focus on entrepreneurship development,
we have set up the Centre for Entrepreneurship, and the [IM
Nagpur Foundation for Entrepreneurship Development (InFED),
a Section 8 company.
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During this year, we took a major step towards developing our
permanent campus. Subsequent to the allotment of 130 acres of
land by the government in the non-SEZ area of MIHAN, we
received the approval from MHRD to commence construction.
Engineers India Ltd (EIL) were chosen as vendors for services
such as PMC, architectural and master plans; EIL in turn appointed
RK Associates as architects. Further, we completed the tender
process and appointed Ahluwalia Contracts (India) Ltd as EPC
contractor. On March 6, 2019, the groundbreaking ceremony for
the new campus was conducted by the Hon’ble Union Minister Shri
Nitin Gadkari and the Hon’ble Chief Minister of Maharashtra Shri
Devendra Fadnavis in the presence of Guardian Minister for
Nagpur, Shri Chandrashekhar Bawankule. We hope to shift to our
permanent campus by the next academic year.

During this year, we completed an inclusive exercise to develop a
motto and logo for IIM Nagpur. After a lot of debate, we sourced a
line from the Taittiiya Upanishad that best reflects what we
stand for: satyam cha swadhyaya pravachanécha - an inspired
journey towards the truth through individual reflection and
collective discourse. We availed the services of the National
Institute of Design (NID) for the creation of a logo, that has
effectively encapsulated the spirit of our motto.

Consequent to the announcement of IIM Act and IIM Rules,
our Board has been reconstituted with Shri C.P. Gurnani as the
Chairman of the Board. | am happy that Mr. Amit Ambekar,
Ms. Sukanya Kripalu, Mr. Nimish Joshi, Prof. Shailesh Gandhi,
and Ms. Sindhushree Khullar, Mr. Puneet Pushkarna, and
Mr. Vaibhav Dange, as well as Prof. Deeparghya Mukherjee
and Prof. Varsha Khandker have kindly accepted our invitation
and joined the Board. With their rich and varied background,
they bring the much-needed advice and support to I1IM Nagpur
in its governance.

We owe a lot of our functioning to the guidance from our mentor
institute, 1IM Ahmedabad. We are grateful for their continued
support that makes the achievements of IIMN possible.

Inauguration

The registration for the fourth batch of PGP (2018-20) took place on 9 July 2018.
The batch underwent an orientation programme to mark the beginning of their PGP.

Orientation Programme

The orientation programme was organized for the fourth PGP batch on July 9, 2019. Ms Yamini Bhat, Co-founder & CEO
of Vymo, was the chief guest for the ceremony. Ms Bhat distributed the Merit Certificates and Director’s Merit List certificates
to students from the 2017-19 batch based on their term-wise and overall first year performance, respectively. Prof L S Murty
addressed the new PGP students.

The students were apprised about the facilities available at IIMN along with introduction to the staff members of the Institute.

Prof. Saroj Kumar Pani and Prof. Atul Arun Pathak conducted a session on case preparation and the case method to
familiarize new students with the case method of teaching. A day-long workshop was conducted by Ms. Aruna Gopakumar
to prepare students to make the best of the two years at IIM-N.

Mr. Jomon Jose and his team conducted a day-long adventurous session on team building. This unique programme -
focused on enabling students to tackle problems as a team - used experiential learning techniques in the form of
challenge/adventure activities. Participants experienced, reflected, reviewed, learned and worked at continuous
improvement throughout the programme.

As part of social outreach, the students also visited Maharogi Sewa Samiti (MSS), Anandwan. The visit served to

sensitize students to the efforts of the trust towards the capacity-building of socially disadvantaged communities in the
hinterland of Maharashtra.

Re-Orientation Programme

The one-day Re-Orientation Programme was conducted for the second year students of PGP 2017-19 on July 7, 2018.
The programme was conducted by Prof Rajesh Pandit, independent consultant and strategic adviser.

The goal of the re-orientation programme is to provide an opportunity to the students to reflect on their journey so far.
With assistance from academia and industry experts, this programme also enables them to develop a plan of action
to make the best of the learning opportunities in their second year; and build a robust launchpad for the future.
The second year students were offered electives in Terms 4, 5 and 6. The electives are designed to deepen the
understanding of management among students and to provide an opportunity for academic concentration on a specific
sector or a functional ‘area’ to enable a student to make an impact in the early years of his/her professional career.

The list of compulsory and elective courses offered during 2018-19 is presented in Appendix B.
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WORKSHOP

Prof. Papi Reddy conducted a workshop aimed at
acquainting first-year students with the functionalities
of MS Excel and Powerpoint as efficient aids for
quantitative analysis and business communication.

The skills imparted during this workshop prepare

students for their classroom sessions, as well as
summer internships.

SCHOLARSHIPS

Institute Scholarships (Special Need Based Scholarships)

IIM Nagpur’s policy for financial assistance to students hitherto allowed the Institute to assist needy students with the
interest component of their education loans. However, seeing as some economically disadvantaged students had to bear
a considerable burden even with assistance, the policy has been modified to enable the Institute to offer full tuition fee
waivers to eligible candidates, thus removing major financial impediments towards their education.

The new Special Need Based Scholarship policy as approved in the 10th BOG meeting of IIM Nagpur has been
implemented effective from 2018-19, starting with the PGP 2017-19 batch.

The new modified application form was circulated among the PGP 2017-19 and 2018-20 batches and a total of
13 and 15 applications were received from these batches respectively. After the basic screening of applications done
by the SAO, a committee, consisting of Prof. Thiagu Ranganathan & Prof. M V Shivaani was formed for conducting
interviews of applicants and also for the finalization of scholarship amount.

The committee finalized 20 students eligible for the scholarships (11 from PGP 2018-20 and 9 from PGP 2017-19).
The total scholarships disbursed in the financial year 2018-19 amounted to Rs.64.08 lakhs (2018 - 20 Batch - Rs.29.68 Lakhs
and 2017-20 Batch-Rs.34.39 Lakhs). The details of the same are given in Appendix C.

Indian Institute of Management Nagpur 08 -
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Field Immersion Module

The Field Immersion Module at the Indian Institute of Management Nagpur has been envisioned as an opportunity for PGP
students to interact with the industry. Not only does the module expose students to the actual day-to-day functioning of
an organization, but it also allows them to apply managerial know-how that they learn in their classes to real-life issues.

Students get the opportunity to tackle management questions head-on in our partner organizations. This has allowed
students to test their knowledge in a high-stakes environment, leading to a proportionate elevation of accountability,
and thereby, experiential learning.

During the year 2018-19, the FIM expanded its reach to the industrial centres of Aurangabad and Nashik. While Nashik offered
students greater proximity to the food and agriculture industry and allied organizations, Aurangabad allowed students to
interact with organizations in the hub of Maharashtra’s manufacturing sector. This was in addition to the government sector,
not-for-profit organizations and small and medium enterprises that have previously partnered with IIMN for the module.

International Immersion

Japan Immersion

12 students of the Batch of 2017-19 visited Japan for their
international immersion module. The students got the
opportunity to study the sociocultural differences between
Japan and India that propelled the former to a position of
global leadership. They also studied the practice of
optimizing efficiency that is ingrained in both industry
practices, as well as everyday behaviour among the
Japanese. Analysis of operations and human resource
management at companies such as Toyota, Nissan, and
Seven Eleven acquainted students with the painstaking effort
that they put into optimizing performance and improving
quality.

Singapore lmmersion

IIM Nagpur’s international immersion module in Singapore
was aimed at developing a cross-cultural understanding
among the students. The visit was kicked off with a visit
to the water recycling plant dubbed as ‘NEWater’ and the
Marina Barrage providing an exposure of technological
advancements done by a country which has absolutely
no natural resources and yet is able to satisfy the needs
of its growing population. Interacting with professors of
globally acclaimed educational institutes in Singapore
gave students deeper insights into the business environment
of the country and the value drivers behind its success.

It also provided an overview of the education system of
Singapore and gave students a first-hand experience of the
budding entrepreneurial ecosystem which thrives in such
institutes of repute. Besides this, visits to leading think
tanks facilitated an in-depth understanding of the macro
environment of Singapore and the Southeast Asian region.

Indian Institute of Management Nagpur
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Women’s
Startup Programme

The Indian Institute of Management Nagpur (IIMN) entered into a partnership (Memorandum of Understanding) with
NSRCEL, IIMB to support their Women'’s Startup Programme (WSP) funded by the Department of Science & Technology,
Govt. of India and Goldman Sachs.

30 participants were identified from the first stage of the programme in January 2018. These participants attended the
first boot camp for WSP that took place from April 2 to April 7, 2018. Here, the participants went through sessions
broadly covering legal aspects of firm and compliance, design thinking, startup ecosystem enablers, customer validation,
branding, and evolution of organizations. The participants pitched their idea to a panel of judges at IIM Nagpur, who selected
10 women entrepreneurs for incubation.

These shortlisted women entrepreneurs attended a second boot camp at our |4 r
partner’s location at NSRCEL, IIM Bangalore from April 30 to May 10, 2018 along 5 i
with 90 other women-entrepreneurs from across India. They were given customized
training, consulting, and access to entrepreneurial network.

10 aspiring women entrepreneurs selected from the previous stage were
offered mentoring and incubation facility for 12 months by IIM Nagpur starting from
June 2018. During the incubation, industry experts, domain specialists, and faculty
members of [IM Nagpur have been mentoring the 9 women-entrepreneurs
(one woman incubate left the program in October for personal reasons).
Their progress as well as mentoring needs are being periodically reviewed.

The women entrepreneurs incubated by [IM Nagpur are working in different sectors
such as adventure sports, astronomy education, textile design, customized pet foods,
food search & discovery service, finance, health and sanitation, and civic society.

The delivered lecture on topic ‘Key Considerations in Managerial Decisions
from the perspective of Government Organization’. After a four and half year service as the divisional commissioner
of Nagpur, Mr Kumar has been posted as the Principal Secretary for Animal Husbandry, Dairy Development & Fisheries (ADF).

On 13th January 2019, Prof. Koji Matsushita, Professor at the Chuo Graduate School of Strategic Management,

Tokyo, Japan delivered a lecture to PGP students on Japanese Consumer Behaviour.

Dr. Lukasz Zamecki and Dr. Lukasz Golota from University of Warsaw, Poland visited IIM Nagpur on February 13, 2019.

Development of LIMN Permanent Campus

In 2018, the Ministry of Human Resource Development approved the construction of a permanent
campus for [IM Nagpur, designed to accommodate 600 students. The Institute was granted Rs 379.68
crores for the construction of the first phase of the permanent campus, which covers approximately
60,000 sq.m of the allotted 132-acre plot in the non-SEZ area of the Multimodal International
Cargo Hub and Airport at Nagpur (MIHAN).

Appointment of Project Management Consultants
Engineers India Limited was appointed as a Project Management Consultant by IIM Nagpur on 28 September 2018
for project monitoring, preparation of master plan, cost estimates and detailed tender document through
their appointed architect, for the construction of Phase-1 at MIHAN.

Engineers India Limited have completed the process of tendering & appointment of contractor for construction
of IIM Nagpur Phase-1.

Appointment of Survey Consultants
The contract for carrying out topographical, contour and demarcation survey of Plot No-01, Sector-20, MIHAN,
the land allotted to 1IM Nagpur for its permanent campus was awarded to M/s. V. B. Engineering. The detailed
survey of land, which facilitates preparation of master plan of the project, was completed on 11 September 2018.

Temporary Compound wall & barbed wire fence
MADC Limited allotted Plot No 01 in Sector-20 of MIHAN de-notified area to IIMN for the establishment
of its permanent campus. In order to avoid encroachment, construction of temporary compound wall and barbed
wire fence was necessitated. This work has since been completed by MADC Ltd.

Appointment of Contractor for Construction of lIM Nagpur (Phase-1)
On 05 Mar 2019, M/s Ahluwalia Contract (India) Limited was appointed as the contractor for construction
of IIMN permanent campus (Phase-1). The work was awarded to M/sACIL for an amount of Rs 291.16 Cr.
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Shubharambh: Groundbreaking Ceremony of lIM Nagpur New Campus at MIHAN

The Groundbreaking ceremony of the IIMN permanent campus was held on March 06, 2019. Shri. Nitin Gadkari
Minister for Road, Highways and Shipping, Govt. of India and Shri. Devendra Fadnavis, Chief Minister, Govt. of
Maharashtra, graced the occasion along with Guardian Minister of Nagpur Shri. Chandrashekhar Bawankule.

The ceremony flagged off the first phase of the development of IIMN’s permanent campus. Phase 1 covers
approximately 60,000 sq. m of the site, and includes the construction of a state-of-the-art academic complex,
library, administrative block, student hostels, sports complex and faculty housing. The campus will also house
a Management Development Centre for the Institute’s Executive Education Programme (EEP) & IIM Nagpur’s
entrepreneurship incubation centre, InFED, inaddition to allied infrastructure.

The financial statements are prepared in accordance with the Indian
Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP) under the historical cost
convention, and on the accrual method of accounting.

The financial statements are prepared on the basis of latest format
prescribed by the Ministry of HRD for Central Higher Educational
Institutions.

2. USE OF ESTIMATES

The preparation of Financial Statements requires the management to
make estimates and assumptions in the reported amounts of assets and
liabilities (including contingent liabilities) as of the date of the financial
statements and the reported income and expenses during the reporting
period. Management believes that the estimates used in preparation of the
financial statements are prudent and reasonable. Future results could
differ from these estimates. Difference between the actual results and
estimates are recognized in the period in which the results are known or
materialize.

3. FIXED ASSETS
Tangible Assets

Tangible Fixed Assets are stated at cost less accumulated depreciation.
Cost of acquisition is inclusive of freight, duties and taxes and incidental
and direct expenses related to acquisition, installation and commissioning.

In respect of projects under construction, related pre-operational expenses
form part of the value of the assets capitalized.

Capital work in progress includes the cost of fixed assets under
construction or that are not ready for their intended use. Capital advances
are disclosed separately under current assets.

Intangible Assets

Intangible assets are stated at their cost of acquisition, less accumulated
amortization and impairment losses. An intangible asset is recognized,
where it is probable that the future economic benefits attributable to the
asset will flow to the enterprise and where its value/cost can be reliably
measured.

Perpetual E-Journal subscriptions, Patents, Logos and Computer Software
License Fees are grouped under Intangible Assets.

4, DEPRECIATION

Depreciation on Tangible and Intangible Assets has been provided on
Straight Line Method at the rates prescribed by MHRD.

Library Books) are treated as Small Value Assets and are depreciated at

100%.
5. REVENUE RECOGNITION

However, where a
sanction for release of grant pertaining to the financial year is received
before 31% March and the grant is actually received in the next financial
year, the grant is accounted on accrual basis and an equal amount is
shown as recoverable from the Grantor.

Plan Grants utilized towards the capital expenditure (on accrual basis) is
transferred to Capital Fund.

Capital Grants / Funds related to Fixed Assets are treated as Deferred
Income and recognized in the Income and Expenditure Account on a
systematic and rational basis over the useful life of the assets, i.e. Capital
grants / Funds are allocated to Income over the periods and in the
proportion in which depreciation is charged.

Grants for meeting Revenue Expenditure (on accrual Basis) are treated, to
the extent utilized, as income of the year in which they are realized.

Unutilized Grants (including advance paid out of such grants) are carried
forward and exhibited as a liability in the Balance Sheet.

Out of the total available funds of ¥ 2700.41 lakh
(Opening balance of grant- ¥1946.95 lakh, grant received
during the year ¥ 697.00 lakh and interest earned on grant
156.46 lakh), the Institute utilized T1528.11 lakh leaving a
balance of T 1172.30 lakh as unutilized grant as on 31 March
