Indian Institute of Management Shillong was established in the year 2007 by the Government of India, Ministry of
Human Resource Development, with the objective of offering world class management education and research in
the country. The Union Minister of Human Resource Development along with the Chief Ministers of the North
Eastern States in the Review Meeting held in Shillong during June, 2004 unanimously decided to establish an
Indian Institute of Management in the North East India. Shillong was drafted as the permanent location for the
institute after consultation between the Ministry of Development of North Eastern Region (DoNER) and the Chief
Ministers of States of the region.

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Academic Programmes

The Institute offers a Two-Year Full Time Post Graduate Programme (PGP) leading to Master of Business
Administration (MBA) degree, a 12 Months Full Time Post Graduate Program for Executives (PGPEX) leading to
Executive Master of Business Administration degree, a Two-Year Weekend Post Graduate Programme for
Working Executives (MBA-WE, thereafter renamed as PGP - WE), Doctoral Programme in Management leading
to Doctor of Philosophy (Ph.D.) degree and Doctoral Programme in Management for Working Professionals leading
to Doctor of Philosophy (Ph. D.) degree, the details of which are given below.

Post Graduate Programme in Management (PGP)

During the period from 2008-09 to 2022-24, the PGP batch size had increased from 64 to 309. In the academic
year 2022-24, 309 participants registered in the Fifteenth batch (2022-24) of the said programme. The PGP of [IM
Shillong has some special features, which distinguishes it from other programmes. Some of these special features
includes:

‘Orientation Programme’ is the first programme that the participants undergo at IlM Shillong just after joining the
institute. The objective of this is to make the participants familiar with the Institute and to prepare the participants
with the pedagogy to be followed at IIM Shillong. ‘Remedial Program’ focuses on bringing all participants,
independent of their academic background, to a uniform platform. Three introductory courses are offered viz.
Introduction to Accounting, Introduction to Economics and Introduction to Quantitative Techniques. ‘Foundation
Course on Sustainability’ aims at facilitating the participants to develop a better understanding of the basic
principles and tenets of sustainability from different stakeholder's perspective, through a unique design and
pedagogy. Foundation course provides a holistic approach towards management education by equipping them
with a different set of knowledge, leadership skills and attitude in every decision of their day to day personal, social
and professional life.

The concept of credit is used to compute the workload of a course. As a general rule, a one-credit course requires
a commitment of about 90 hours from the participants, of which about 30 hours are to be spent in the classroom
(usually 20 sessions of 90 minutes each) and the balance to be utilized for preparation and assignments. Most of
the courses are of one credit with appropriately adjusted workload and classroom sessions.

Need Based Financial Assistance Scheme

IIM Shillong has instituted a ‘Need Based Financial Assistance Scheme’ to help the economically weak PGP
participants. The number of awardees and quantum of assistance is decided on the basis of annual gross family
income, participant’s liquidity, need and her/his overall suitability for the same. In the year 2022-23, sixteen
students of PGP (2022-24) as under were the beneficiaries under this scheme.

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IIM Shillong: Key Initiatives and collaborations

IIM organised symposia on improving mobility in Shillong

A Symposia Series on Improving mobility in Shillong was formally inaugurated on October 14, 2022 by Justice
Sanjib Banerjee, Hon'ble Chief Justice, Meghalaya High Court. Speaking on the occasion he stressed on the
importance of making mobility in the capital city a priority. Shillong, he said, was one of the most beautiful hill
stations that he had visited. There is urgent need to build basic facilities, good infrastructure and ensuring that
Shillong continues to develop at par with other cities of the world. Mr. DP Wahlang, IAS, Chief Secretary, Govt. of
Meghalaya, in his speech stressed on the importance of mobility for development. He pointed out that mobility
problems are an issue of major concern due to the unavailability of a good road network, which often results in
high- to severe-grade congestion. Traffic violations, wrongful parking, lack of parking space and burgeoning
number of cars are adding to the problem. He stressed on the need for innovative planning to resolve the issue.
He thanked the judiciary for taking a keen interest of sorting out the issue with help from IIM Shillong. Prof DP
Goyal, Director, [IM Shillong expressed his happiness that the first step towards resolving the issue was being
taken in 1IM Shillong. It was only right that the process of collaboration to resolve social issues are taken in an
educational institution. The day saw in-depth discussions on aspects of the blueprint that was presented by all the
concerned Department heads of the Govt. of Meghalaya.

During the symposium [IM Shillong and various departments of the Meghalaya government were seen working
together to create ideas for improving mobility in Shillong.

The next
speaker was a passionate social worker and human rights activist, Ms. Mayfereen Ryntathiang, head, Grassroot,
an NGO. A Live Poster Making Competition was organised by Zietgiest Club, on the UN theme "Orange the World:
Fund, Respond, Prevent, Collect!". Team Oasis of the institute organised an Open Forum (Group Discussion). The
purpose of the event was to provide a platform for the students to open up and share their experience, feelings
and thoughts as they mutually study and work together. Another event Nukkad Natak was organised to related to
the pakhwada theme. Participation was invited from other educational institutions in Shillong.

Separate Audit Report of the Comptroller and Auditor General of India
on the accounts of Indian Institute of Management, Shillong for the year
ended 31 March 2023

We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of Indian Institute of Management (IIM),
Shillong as at 31 March 2023, Income and Expenditure Account and Receipts and Payments
Account for the year ended on that date under Section 19 (2) of the Comptroller & Auditor
General’s (Duties, Powers & Conditions of Service) Act. 1971 read with Section 23 of the
IIM Act, 2017. These financial statements are the responsibility of the IIM’s Management.

Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit.

2. This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller & Auditor
General of India (CAG) on the accounting treatment only with regard to classification,
conformity with the best accounting practices, accounting standards and the disclosure
norms, etc. Audit observations on financial transactions with regard to compliance with the
Law, Rules & Regulations (Propriety and Regularity) and efficiency-cum-performance
aspects, etc., if any, are reported through Inspection Reports/CAG’s Audit Reports

separately.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally
accepted in India. These standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain
reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free from material
misstatements. An audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidence supporting the
amounts and disclosures in the financial statements. An audit also includes assessing the
accounting principles used and significant estimates made by management, as well as
evaluating the overall presentation of financial statements. We believe that our audit

provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.

4, Based on our audit, we report that:
I. We have obtained all the information and explanations which to the best of our

knowledge and belief were necessary for the purpose of our audit.

1. The Balance Sheet, Income and Expenditure Account and Receipts and Payments
Account dealt with by this Report have been drawn up in the Revised Format of Accounts

prescribed for Central Educational Institutions by the Ministry of Education.
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III.  In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have been
maintained by IIM as required under Rule 19 of the Rules and Regulations of the IIM in so

far as it appears from our examination of such books.

IV.  We further report that:

A. Balance Sheet

Application of Funds

Fixed Assets (Schedule- 4)

Intangible Assets

IT Implementation (Web Development) — X* 1.55 crore

A.l. The Institute during the year 2021-22 had capitalized an amount X" 4.16 crore being
the supply and installation of IT Equipment at the new campus of the Institute. The Institute
has however booked the amount under Intangible Assets -IT Implementation though the
work was for supply and installation of equipment like VOIP Phones, Servers, Video
Conference System etc. Since an intangible asset is an asset that is not physical in nature,
the amount should have been booked under Tangible Assets as the assets purchased were
physical in nature. The wrong booking of the amount has resulted in understatement of

Computers and Peripherals and overstatement of IT Implementation (Web Development) by

X' 4.16 crore.

2. Further, the Institute had also charged excess depreciation on the assets capitalised
since the rate of Depreciation on Computers and Peripherals is 20 per cent whereas the rate
of depreciation for IT Implementation (Web Development) is 40 per cent. This has resulted

in overstatement of Depreciation and understatement of Fixed Assets by ¥' 1.67 crore. The

Excess of Income over Expenditure is also understated by X" 1.67 crore.

Further, the Institute failed to transfer the assets under Tangible Assets despite being pointed
out in the previous year’s SAR and has again charged depreciation on the assets at the rates

applicable for Intangible Assets during the current year.

Capital Work-In-Progress - ¥ 121.33 crore.

A.2. The above does not include an amount of % 1.10 crore being the cost of construction
incurred till 31.03.2023 for Construction of Administrative Building of Dr APJ Abdul
Kalam Centre for Policy Research and Analysis at IIM, Shillong. The Meghalaya Public
Works Department, to whom the work was allotted, has certified that the physical progress

of the work was 60 per cent, which was, however, accounted in the Accounts. This has
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resulted in understatement of Capital Work-In-Progress as well as understatement of Current

Liabilities & Provisions by  1.10 crore.

Loans, Advances and Deposits (Schedule-8)

4. Prepaid Expenses

a. Other Expenses (AMC/ Library)-X * 14.86 lakh

A.3. The above head includes an amount of %' 6.20 lakh being the amount paid for
subscription to e-journals. Since e-journals are treated as Intangible Assets by the Institute,
the amount paid for the subscription should have been booked under Fixed Assets instead of
under Prepaid Expenses. This has resulted in overstatement of Prepaid Expenses by X' 6.20

lakh and understatement of Library E-Resources by %' 3.72 lakh and Depreciation by X' 2.48

lakh. The Excess of Income over Expenditure is also overstated by X" 2.48 lakh.

B: Income and Expenditure Account
Expenditure

Academic Expenses (Schedule -16)

Admission Expenses- X* 45.54 lakh

B.1. i) The above head does not include an amount of X' 12.81 lakh being the amount
payable to Radisson Blu Hotel, New Delhi for expenses incurred for admission related
purpose in the month of February 2023. The Institute paid (February 2023) an amount of
X" 11.78 lakh as advance to the Hotel against the total charges of X' 24.59 lakh. However,
the Institute had only booked an amount of ¥* 11.78 lakh as expenditure and did not account
for the remaining amount of X' 12.81 lakh. This has resulted in understatement of
Admission Expenses and Sundry Creditors by X' 12.81 lakh. The Excess of Income over

Expenditure is also overstated by X" 12.81 lakh.

i) The Institute paid (February 2023) an amount of X' 11.78 lakh as advance to
Radisson Blue Hotel, New Delhi for admission related activities to be conducted at the
Hotel. Subsequently, the Institute passed an entry booking an expenditure of X' 11.78 lakh
and showing a similar amount as payable to the Hotel. However, since the Institute had
already paid the amount to the hotel in advance, the Institute at the time of booking the
expenditure should have adjusted it from the advance already paid instead of showing it as
payable. This has resulted in overstatement of Sundry Creditors- For goods and Services
and Advances- The amount of expenditure should be adjusted from the advances given. The

accounting done by the Institute is incorrect. The comment may be Retained. To Suppliers
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by ¥ 11.78 lakh and also resulted in overstatement of Loans and Advances by the same

- extent.

Staff Payments and Benefits (Schedule -15)
c. Salaries to Contractual Staff- X* 61.85 lakh

B.2.

The above head includes an amount of %" 25.89 lakh being the salary paid to Staff of

APJ Centre. Since the Centre is a separate entity and not a part of the Institute, the salary

paid to the staff of the Centre should not have been charged to the Income and Expenditure

Statement and instead should have been charged against the APJ Centre Fund. This has

resulted in overstatement of Salaries to Contractual Staff and thus the Excess of Income over

Expenditure is also overstated and consequently Capital Fund is understated by X' 25.89

lakh. This has also resulted in understatement of Revenue Expenditure of APJ Centre Fund

and consequently overstatement of Earmarked Fund ( APJ Centre Fund)- by X" 25.89 lakh. .

However,
as per the Physical Verification Report, it was noticed that some assets were either found
missing (Books) or found in a damaged condition (Furniture). Hence, the Institute needs to

correctly reflect these missing or damaged assets in the accounts.

4. System of Physical Verification of Inventory

The Institute conducted Physical Verification of Inventory as on 31 March 2023.

5. Regularity in payment of statutory dues

The Institute was regular in payment of statutory dues.

1. BASIS FOR PREPARATION OF ACCOUNTS

The Financial Statements are prepared under the Historical Cost Convention unless otherwise stated and generally
on the accrual method of accounting. Previous year figures have been regrouped and reclassified wherever
considered necessary to make it comparable with those of current financial year 2022-23 in the line of format of
Accounts of Central Educational Institutions (CEls) and guidelines given by the (MHRD) now MoE, Department of
Higher Education, GOl vide letter no. 29-4/2012-IFD, dated 17th April 2015.

3. FIXED ASSETS AND DEPRECIATION

Fixed assets are stated at cost of acquisition including inward freight, duties and taxes and incidental and
direct expenses related to acquisition, installation and commissioning.

Gifted/ Donated assets are valued at the declared value where available; if not available, the value is
estimated based on the present market value adjusted with reference to the physical condition of the asset.
They are set-up by credit to Capital Fund and merged with the Fixed Assets of the Institution. Depreciation
is charged at the rates applicable to the respective assets.

Books received as gifts, are valued at selling prices printed on the books. Where they are not printed, the
value is treated base on assessment.

Fixed assets are valued at cost less accumulated depreciation. There has been a change in Depreciation
Policy from Written Down value (WDV) to Straight line method (SLM) as per the guidelines of MoE GOl vide
letter no. 29-4/2012-IFD dated 17th April 2015.

3. Patents and Copyrights 9 years

Where an asset is fully depreciated, it will be carried at a residual value of Rs.1/- in the Balance Sheet and
will not be further depreciated. Thereafter, depreciation is calculated on the additions of each year separately
at the rate of depreciation applicable for that asset head.

Assets created out of Earmarked Funds and out of Sponsored Projects, where the ownership of such Assets
vests in the Institution, are setup by credit to Capital Fund and merged with the Fixed Assets of the Institution.
Depreciation is charged at the rates applicable to the respective assets. Assets created out of Sponsored
Project funds, where the ownership is retained by the sponsors but held and used by the Institution are
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separately disclosed in the Notes on Accounts.
3.8 Construction of Permanent Campus (Umsawli) of Institute is almost completed by CPWD, and completed
assets capitalized in books this year by transferred from CWIP.

4. Intangible Assets: Patents and copy rights, E Journals and Computer Software are grouped under
Intangible Assets.

4.1 Electronic Journals (E-Journals) are separated from Library Books in view of the limited benefit that could
be derived from the on-line access provided. E-journals are not in a tangible form, but temporarily capitalized
and in view of the magnitude of expenditure and the benefit derived in terms of perpetual knowledge acquired
by the Academic and Research Staff; Depreciation is provided in respect of E-journals at a higher rate of
40% as against depreciation of 10% provided in respect of Library Books.

42 Excess depreciation charged on Electronic Journals (E-Journals) and LT. Implementation (Web
Development) (Intangible Assets) add back in current year through prior period head.

43 The depreciation not provided for previous year on ROADS AND BRIDGES, Computer/Peripherals/ IT
implementation and Electrical Installation i.e. 132 KV line, provided in current year through prior period head.

5. RETIREMENT BENEFITS
Retirement benefits i.e. gratuity and leave encashment are provided on the basis of actuarial valuation, the
Capitalized Value of gratuity received from previous employers of the Institution's employees, who have been
absorbed in the Institution, is credited to the respective Provision Accounts. The Actual payments of Gratuity
and Leave encashment are debited in the Accounts to the respective provisions. Other retirement benefits viz.,
Contribution to New Pension Scheme, Travel to Home Town on retirement are accounted on cash basis.

6. INVESTMENTS
a. Long term investments are carried at their cost or face value whichever is lower. However, any
permanent diminution in their value as on the date of the Balance Sheet is provided for.
b. Short Term investments are carried at their cost.

7. EARMARKED/ ENDOWNMENT FUNDS

The following Long Term funds are earmarked for specific purposes. Those with large balances also have
investments in Government Securities, Debentures and Bonds and Term Deposits with Banks. The income
from investments on accrued basis and interest on savings Bank Accounts are credited to the respective Funds.
The assets created out of Earmarked Funds where the ownership Vests in the Institution, are merged with the
assets of the Institution by crediting an equal amount to the Capital Fund. The balance in the respective funds
is carried forward and is represented on the assets side by the balance at Bank, Investments and accrued
interest.

71Need Based Scholarship Fund, an amount of Rs 1.00 Cr transferred to the fund for utilization to
grant scholarships to PGP students, and utilized for the purpose.
