Minutes of the Meeting of Project Approval Board held on 8™ March, 2017 for approval of
Annual Work Plan & Budget 2017-18 of Chhattisgarh under the Centrally Sponsored
Scheme of the Integrated Rashtriya Madhyamik Shiksha Abhiyan (RMSA).

A meeting of the Project Approval Board (PAB) to consider the Annual Work Plan &
Budget 2017-18 of the State of Chhattisgarh was held on g% March, 2017.

2, The list of participants who attended the meeting is at Arnexure-I.

3. Joint Secretary (SE-I) welcomed the participants. In his opening remarks, he appreciated
ﬂle efforts of the State and the overall progress made by the State under RMSA. Deputy
Secretary (RMSA-IV) highlighted the overall status of secondary education in the State, areas of
concern and details of the proposal of Annual Work Plan & Budget (AWP&B) for RMSA for
2017-18. A copy of Presentation is at Annexure-II.

4. The State was asked to complete the child wise data alongwith Aadhar number/unique
ID for all students by 31 March, 2017, as releases under fresh non-recurring outlay will be
subject to the child wise enrolment data uploaded on UDISE platform.

5. Further discussions were held on the areas of concern, point-wise as follows:
5.1 ° Education Indicators:

5.1.1 The overall enrolment has decreased from 989703 in 2015-16 to 943703 in 2016-17 in
spite of the increase in the number of schools from 6268 in 2015-16 to 6525 in 2016-17. The
GER has decreased from 91.93 to 87.65 from the year 2015-16 to 2016-17. The State informed

that due to Aadhar seeding the enrolment figures have come down.

5.1.2 Contrary to the trend of GER, the NER has increased from 55.94 to 56.14 from 2015-
16 to 2016-17. This contradiction needs to be examined by the State. The NER is significantly
low in Bijapur (22.50%), Sukma (22.55%) and Narayanpur (30.43%).

5.1.3  The dropout rate has increased from 9.28 in the year 2015-16 to 10.01 in
17.

year 2016-
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5.14 The retention rate has slightly gone down from 90.72 to 89.99 from the year 2015-16
to 2016-17. It is below the national average in Sukma and Bijapur. The State informed that due
to left wing extremism in these districts, the dropout rate has slightly increased and retention rate

has gone down. The State will conduct special enrolment drive to overcome this issue.

5.1.5 The transition rate has slightly decreased from 86.86 to 86.80 from the year 2015-16
to 2016-17. The State informed that they have taken certain remedial steps to ensure fair

examinations due to which the dropout rate on the higher side and transition rate has gone down.

5.1.6 Though the pass percentage of the State has shown increase from 58.41 to 58.90 from
2015-16 to 2016-17, but it is much below the national average of 79.21 which needs to be

looked into.

5.1.7  Subject wisé PTR in mathematics is 252 and Languages is 413 which is very high and
the same needs to be addressed by the State. The State assured that steps will be taken to address

the issue.

5.1.8  The State needs to do a district wise analysis of PTR and furnish the district wise PTR.
The PTR for the year 2015-16 was 42. The PTR is higher than the prescribed norm of 30:1. The
districts having higher PTR viz. Mungeli 54, Balodabazar 50, Kondagaon 47, Korba 46 need

special attention.

6. Other issues:

6.1 The State has made significant progress in the Aadhar enrolment but needs to make

-further efforts to cover 100% students under Aadhar.

6.2 The State has completed GIS Mapping of the 96.65% schools .GIS mapping of the
remaining schools would be completed by 31% March 2017.

6.3 Out of total 4404 government schools, 4027 schools are having electricity and 377
schools are without electricity. Out of these 377 schools, 124 schools are either without building
or the construction-is still under progress. The State assured that elecirification of these schools

will be completed by June, 2017.

6.4 56% post of headmaster and 29% post of teachers are vacant. State informed that HM
posts are permanent posts and selection for these posts is made from regular government
teachers and now the state is recruiting teachers at Panchayat level. The state was suggested to

review their recruitment policy for head masters to resolve this problem. Regarding vacancy of



teachers, State informed that sufficient number of SC/ST -eligible teachers are not available.

Their vacancies cannot be filled up by general candidates.

6.5 There are 30 government secondary schools having zero enrolment. The list of these
schools is at Annexure —III. The State was requested to look into the reasons for the same and

rationalize them.

7. Progress of approved interventions:

7.1 The State raised the issue of LWE areas and informed that 60 residential Porta Cabin
schools were sanctioned in the 4 worst Left Wing Extremism (LWE) affected districts of Sukma,
Naranyanpur, Dantewada and Bijapur under the Sarva Shiksha Abhiyaan (SSA) from 2007 to
2009. In 2010-11, residential facilities were sanctioned in these schools under SSA. These
schools are fully functional and form the backbone of government’s welfare initiatives in these
districts. The initiative has been a symbol of meaningful and gainful government interventions in
these areas. The children studying in these schools do”not have easy access to secondary
education due to large distances from existing secondary schools. As a result, a large proportion
of children drop out of education after primary education and become easy targets of naxalites
for naxal activities. 25 porta cabin upper primary schools (UPS) were upgraded into secondary
schools in 2016-17. 11 porta cabin UPS have secondary schools at the same location. Thus, the
Government of Chhattisgarh proposed for up-gradation of remaining 24 porta cabins UPS to
secondary schools and residential facilities for all 60 porta cabin schools. The proposal of the
State for up-gradation of 24 porta cabin UPS into secondary schools and setting up of 36 boys
hostels and 20 girls hostels at the location of porta cabin UPS was approved as a special case in
view of the difficult circumstances of these areas both topographically and from access and

security point of view. The list of hostels is at Annexure VI,

7.2 Number of new schools approved till 2016-17 is 1425, out of which construction of
1201 has been completed, 140 is in progress and 84 yet to start. Total additional classrooms
approved till 2016-17 is 3297 out of which 2282 have been completed, 836 is in progress and
179 yet to start. Total science labs approved till 2016-17 are 1425 out of which 922 have been
completed, 417 is in progress and 86 yet to start. Total computer rooms approved till 2016-17 is
1508 out of which 980 have been completed, 437 is in progress and 86 yet to start. Total library
rooms approved till 2016-17 is 1489 out of which 972 have been completed, 429 is in progress
and 88 yet to start. Total art/craft rooms approved till 2016-17 is 1595 out of whi
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instalment of drinking water approved till 2016-17 is 943 out of which 720 have been
completed, 201 is in progress and 22 yet to start.

7.3 The State was advised to complete the pending civil works expeditiously.

7.4 The State asked for salary of lab attendants and librarians cum office assistant. This was

not approved and the salary of non-teaching staff may be borne by the State Government.

7.5  ICT:- 2199 schools (100 schools in 2006-07, 200 schools in 2007-08, 653 schools in
2008-09 & 1246 schools in 2016-17) have been approved till 2016-17.0ut of 2199 schools, 300
schools have completed five years and 653 schools are functional. Out of 1246 schools approved
in 2016-17, 24 schools have been found duplicate. The State proposed for their cancellation and
replacement. The same was approved with no additional financial implications. The list of old 24

schools and new (replaced) schools is at Annexure-IV.

7.6 There is provision of financial support for teachers’ salary for secondary and higher
secondary school @Rs.5000/- per month and Rs.10,000/- per month respectively under the ICT

in school component. This norm should be followed in these 1246 schools.

7.7 Implementation of ICT in 1246 schools as per new model:The State further raised the
issue of implementation of ICT on project mode and informed that 1246 schools were re-
approved under ICT in 2016-17 with BOOT Model. The State wantsl to implement these schools
on outright purchase basis with their project “Sangham”. The proposed project is completely
different from the previous implementation of ICT@ Schools Scheme. The experience from
running the scheme under the earlier stand alone model has indicated that at the infrastructure
level, it is only able to facilitate 10 computer systems fér the entire school. From education
standpoint, it is only delivering computer education and computer aided learning is not taking
place. At execution level, the computer lab can be only used by the computer teacher and is not
beneficial for regular subject teachers. As a result, the ICT infrastructure is neither utilized to its

full potential nor is it able to contribute to student learning outcomes for regular subjects.

The Sangham project offers to set up a learning management system through virtual
classrooms which will provide content mapped with the state syllabus to be used by teachers and
students. The project is coupled with ICT at schools scheme and vritual classroom project of
DEITY and will primarily focus on secondary and higher secondary schools. The proposed
budget of the project is within the limits of the approved budget under the ICT scheme.
Chhattisgarh Info Tech and Bio-tech Promotion Society (CHIPS) will implement
this programme in phases. In first phase, CHIPS will cover 1246 schools. Proposal of the State

for implementation of ICT in 1246 schools on outright purchase basis with the project



“Sangham” was approved. The recurring grant for these schools under ICT will be released on
re-imbursement basis as per the existing norms. The capital cost is available for one time only
and the additional recurring/capital cost will be borne by the State. The State should ensure that
there is no overlap of expenditure under the different schemes and proper separate accounts are

maintained.

7.8 TEDSS:- An amount of Rs.102.20 lakh was approved during 2016-17 for equipment of
resource rooms in 146 blocks. Implementation is in progress in all 146 blocks. Support for 146

Special Education Teachers (@ one teacher/block) was approved.

7.9 2216 CWSN girls were approved in the year 2016-17 for payment of stipend under
IEDSS. Out of 2216 CWSN, 1472 CWSN have Aadhar enrolment and 1675 CWSN have bank
account. Aadhar has been seeded to bank account of 1567 CWSN as per information submltted
by the State.

7.10 1906 CWSN girls were approved for the year 2017-18 for payment of stipend under
IEDSS. The State was advised to update Aadhar and other information of 1906 CWSN on PMS.

7.11 Girls Hostel:-Out of 74 girls hostels approved, the civil works of 64 GHs have been
completed and 10 are in progress. 74 GHs have been made functional with total enrolment of
5964 girls. The students are staying in Hostels round the year. Therefore, recurring grant was
approved for 12 months. The State demanded remuneration for staff (warden, chowkidars, head
cooks & assistant cooks) on the basis of Daily Wages Act. It was clarified that the scheme is
giving only financial support for the above posts and due to limitations of existing norms of girls
hostel component under RMSA, the State that may bear the additional requirement from its own
funds.

7.12  Boundary walls were approved for 42 Girls Hostel as these are essential to ensure safety
and security of the girls staying there. This has been done on the basis of the fact that initially the
State was given the approvals for Boundary wall under GH at normative cost of Rs.1.50 lakh per
school, which could not meet the state’s requirement; therefore, the State has again raised the

concert.

7.13  The State also proposed for the furniture and boring & pump
The proposal was not approved and the State was advised to meet the expendi

resources/State funds.
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7.14  Voeational Education- 391 schools (25 schools in the year 2013-14, 96 schools in the
year 2015-16 and 270 schools in the year 2016-17) are approved under VE. All schools are
functional. The State proposed for 540 new schools under vocational education, out of which
100 schools were accorded in-principle approval for 2017-18. However, no funds were approved
for these 100 schools and the same will be looked upon in the financial year of 2018-19,

depending upon the funding options with MHRD.

8. Annual Work Plan and Budget for 2017-18:

An amount of Rs.1738.23 lakh was approved for
civil works for these 24 schools (@Rs.52.17 lakh/school for one section and Rs.75.32

lakh/school for two section). The list of schools is at Annexure-V.

1.2 Bostels: 56 hostels (36 boys hostels and 20 girls hostels) was approved @Rs.144.618
lakh/hostel with total outlay of Rs.8098.61 lakh for the porta cabin schools. These hostels are
located in LWE affected districts of Sukma, Narayanpur, Dantewada and Bijapur. The

list of hostels is at Annexure-YI.

13 Furniture for Hostels: Furniture for 56 hostels was approved @Rs.7.91 lakh with total
outlay of Rs.442.96 lakh.

2' ' Girls Hostel under GH component: The construction of boundary wall in existing 42 girls
hostel was approved @Rs.11.90 lakh/hostel with total outlay of Rs.499.80 lakh.

4.1 Staff for new schools sanctioned in 2016-17: 6 teaching staff (5 subject teachers and 1
headmaster)/school were approved for each of the 24 new schools. As regards financial

support for the teachers, the State was advised to complete the recruitment process first.

Staff for new schools sanctioned in previous years (2009-2017): Financial support for
salary of 379 headmasters was approved @Rs.50,190/- (Initial Pay band Rs.15600/- + Grade
pay Rs.5400/- + DA-132% Rs.27720/- + HRA-7% Rs.1470/-) for 12 months with total outlay
of Rs.2282.64 lakh. The additional expenditure on salary to headmaster approved may be

funded by State Government.
