ANDHRA PRADESH -STATE PROFILE

Andhra Pradesh, a state in South India, lies between 12°41' and 22°N latitude and 77° and

84°40'E longitude. It is bounded by Maharashtra, Chhattisgarh and Orissa in the north, the Bay
of Bengal in the east, Tamil Nadu to the south and Karnataka to the west. Andhra Pradesh is the
fifth largest state in India and it forms the major link between the north and the south of India.
It is the biggest and most populous state in the south of India. It is considered the rice bowl of
India. The state is crisscrossed by two major rivers, the Godavari and Krishna. ("Pradesh™ means

"region” or "state".)

1.1 GEO-PHYSICAL FEATURES AND ADMINISTRATIVE DIVISIONS

The area of the state is 2, 75,045 Sq. Kms with a population of 7,62,10,007 as per the Census
2001 and the decennial growth rate is 13.86. The major languages spoken in the state are
Telugu and Urdu. The density of population is 275 per Sq. Km. The urban population is 27.08
% and the rural population is 72.92 percent. The literacy rate of the State as per the 2001
census is 60.47 in which the male literacy rate is 70.32 and the female literacy rate is 50.43. The

Andhra Pradesh can be broadly divided into three regions, namely Coastal Andhra, Telangana

and Rayalaseema. Coastal Andhra occupies the coastal plain between Eastern Ghats ranges,
which run the length of the state, and the Bay of Bengal. Telangana lies west of the Ghats on
the Deccan plateau. The great Godavari and Krishna rivers rise in the Western Ghats of
Karnataka and Maharashtra and flow east across Telangana to empty into the Bay of Bengal in a
combined river delta. Rayalaseema lies in the southeast of the state on the Deccan plateau, in
the basin of the Penner River. It is separated from Telangana by the low Erramala hills, and

from Coastal Andhra by the Eastern Ghats. The profile of the State is given in Table .1.

1.1.2 ADMINISTRATIVE SET-UP

Andhra Pradesh is divided into 23 Revenue Districts, the District Collector heads the district

Officers. There are 1128 Revenue Mandals, 108 Municipalities, 210 towns, 22570 Gram

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1.1.4. LITERACY IN ANDHRA PRADESH

Literacy is one of the major indicators of educational development. The literacy rate of the
State is 60.47 percent against 65.20 percent of the country as recorded by the 2001 census.
There has been an increase of 15.36 percent in the literacy rate in the decade of 1991 and
2001. The census figures are given in the following table. The female literacy rate (50.43) is less
by 19.89 percent than the male literacy rate (70.32). This indicates the immediate need for
further efforts in the direction of girls and women’s education in the state. Progress in literacy

from 1991 to 2001 is seen in the table below. Female literacy was increased by 17.71 percent

which is 2.52% more than male literacy but still needs a lot of focus to reduce the gap.

The amounts are transferred to districts directly into their bank accounts with instructions to
incur expenditure on the items viz School annual grant for 10163 schools, Minor repairs for 8548
schools and for in service training of 50000 teachers, strictly adhering to the norms of RMSA issued
from time to time.

Guide lines are also issued to field functionaries for incurring expenditure on the proper
utilization of School Annual Grant to 10163 schools and also for minor repairs to 8548 schools.



4.3.2. IN-SERVICE TRAINING FOR TEACHERS

Teachers’ Training program is planned to 50000 teachers/HMs handling IX and X classes in
their respective specific areas of teaching. The entire exercise for this purpose included two major
areas namely

(1) Material Development (2) Teacher Training

(1) Material Development

Utmost care has been taken to see that class room teachers are given an opportunity to think
regarding difficult concepts in their specific areas of teaching and to address them in a way that the
students are ultimately benefitted by getting their doubts cleared and understand concepts in a better
way by developing enrichment material.

For the development of enrichment material, series of workshops/brain storming sessions
were held in the months of January, February and March 2010 with the class room teachers, Subject
Experts, who as a first step identified hard topics/concepts, and later developed the material to be
used in the training programmes. Schedule of material involving class room teachers, teacher
educators of CTES/IASEs and other experts is shown here under

GUIDELINES ISSUED TO RUN TEACHER TRAINING PROGRAMMES

The following guidelines were issued to the District Educational Officers (DEOs) in planning and
organizing the teachers training programme under RMSA:

» Select 15 District Resource Persons(DRPs) for each of the 8 Subjects Viz., (Telugu, Urdu, Hindi,

English, Mathematics, Physical Sciences, Biological Sciences and Social Studies ) keeping in

view Telugu/English /Urdu Media and furnish consolidated list by 15th February.

Identify only HMs and School Assistants for ensuing summer Training Programme .

Identify four to five training Centers depending on the overall Number of Teachers to be

trained. With good facilities to run Residential Camps and furnish the list by 15th February by

2010.as intimated earlier.

» Every training Center accommodates at least 125 - 135 Teachers (including Resource Persons)

wherever two Parallel subjects have to be held.

One Dy. Educational Officer is made in charge for each Training Center.

Wherever English/Urdu Medium teachers ore sufficient in number run the Programme

separately.

» Complete the entire Plan of allotting teachers in different slots of the training Schedule by
28th February and intimate the same to the Head Office.

» Allot 4 Physical Education Teachers(PETs) to each of the training centers. Change the PETS
after every cycle.

Based on the guidelines, training programmes were conducted during summer 2010 as follows
Head Masters of Secondary Schools trained in their respective subjects along with School assistants.

Entire training was completed in 5 to 6 cycles of 5 day duration each. As per the guidelines given by
C&DSE in DEQs Conference held on 28-01-2010, DEOs selected 4 to 5 training centers which have all
facilities to run the training in a residential mode. Each training center could run two camps
simultaneously for two different subjects. Two PETs were deputed in each training center to take care
of Physical Education activities.

15 District Resource Persons (DRPs) per subject were identified by the DEOs for this purpose keeping
in view of their experience as teachers and their communication skills. They were allotted to these
camps to train teachers handling IX & X Classes. All the training camps were in Residential mode. The
DEOs selected 4 to 5 good venues with all facilities under intimation to the Head Office. At each
training center two parallel batches were conducted for two different subjects with intake capacity of



50-60 as per instructions already communicated. After planning for the entire programme and
allotting teachers to different camps making each center a heterogonous group the same were
intimated to the Head.

Training of Secondary School Teachers is planned from 26-4-10 to 11-6-10, in about 7 spells.
Each Spell is of 5 day duration in all school subjects viz Telugu (First Language),Hindi(Second
Language), English(Third Language), Urdu (First Language), Mathematics, Physical Sciences, Biological
Sciences, and finally Social Studies, as per RMSA norms during summer vacations so that they will be
equipped fully to present the concepts in better and meaningful way. During the training the teachers
given hands -on experience in the laboratories specially in the science subjects. Few guest lectures by
eminent personalities were also arranged.

A specially designed feed back form to suit the programme administered on the participants
to get reliable and meaningful suggestions which may help in revising the training programme for the
benefit of students.

FEED BACK on TRAINING PROGRAMMES:

A open ended feedback form was developed with a view to  know the views of the teachers
undergoing training on mainly two issues viz enrichment material and the training. The feed back was
analyzed and steps were taken to redesign the enrichment material and training suitably.
